Please inform us of
these well before your voyage.

Internet:
You can access the Internet using an access code
(Wi-Fi) via your own laptop or the on-board laptop.
This is subject to a charge. You can get the laptop
and access code from the reception or from the
purser.

Dress code:
There is no dress code on board except at the
traditional Captain’s Dinner, when it is recommen-
ded that you wear classic dinner dress - a dark suit
or a festive cocktail dress.

Restaurant:
On our yachts, you will eat in one sitting with a free
choice of table seating. Meal times are printed in
the daily on-board programme.

Electric voltage:
The voltage on board is 220 volts. Each bathroom
is equipped with a razor socket.

Gratuities:
Gratuities are not included and are at each pas-

senger’s discretion. At the end of the voyage,
designated tip envelopes will be available in the
lounge. We suggest € 12 per person per day on
the RIVER CLOUD II and € 14 per person per day
on the SEA CLOUD and the SEA CLOUD II as a
guideline.
